MESSAGE FROM PASTOR GARY SIMPSON 
 If as the Bible says “…Hope 
deferred makes the heart sick…” then 
spring in Western Pennsylvania is a 
chronic disease.  It offi  cially begins on 
March 20th but snow, rain, cold and 
wind stay with us well into May.  That 
being said, every year spring does 
fi nally come. The sun appears, the 
grass turns green, crocuses, daff odils 
and tulips push up through the cold 
brown soil and the birds fl ock back 
from their winter quarters. It’s as if 
God throws a switch that transforms a 
black and white world into ultra hidef 
color.  You know at last that the beau-
tiful weather you’ve been waiting for 
is fi nally here and summer follows 
close behind.
