A MESSAGE FROM PASTOR GARY SIMPSON

Have you ever heard anyone say that?
Have you ever said it yourself? People
who identify themself as Christian will
say things like, “l don’t care what the
Bible says about Homosexuality. You can’t
tell people who to love” or, “l don’t care
what the Bible says about Marriage. My
partner and | love each other and we
don’t need a piece of paper or a ceremo-
ny to validate our relationship. We’re just
going to live together”. Or “l don’t care
what the Bible says, | believe all religions
and all gods are equally valid”. Those are
seven dangerous words, | DON’T CARE
WHAT THE BIBLE SAYS. Think about what
you are saying. You’re acting as if the
Bible were merely the moral writings of
men, as if it were philosophy that you
could choose to believe or reject when
you feel like it. The Bible identifies it-
self as the Word of God. Jesus said, “It

is written, man shall not live by bread
alone, but by every word that comes from

the mouth of God”. (Mt. 4:4) The Bible,
both the Old and New Testament were
verbally inspired by God and revealed to
man. It is the infallible instruction from
God to man teaching us what to believe
and how to live. A lot of people don’t
believe that anymore, but we shouldn’t be
surprised. Down through the ages man has
tried to twist its words or eliminate it al-
together, but thousands of years later it’s
still here. Billy Graham referred to it as
“The anvil that has worn out many ham-
mers”.

Sharper than any double-edged sword, it
penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit,
joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts
and attitudes of the heart”.
